Our RCIA  journey will begin in the fall and lead up to the 
Easter Vigil in April.  Those participating typically meet 
once a week to share their faith, learn more about our 
Catholic tradition, and grow in a relationship with God.  The 
journey also includes weekly participation at the Sunday 
Eucharist.
