LIFE SAVING INFORMATION!!

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Our prayers go out to the victims in Dayton, Ohio and El Paso, Texas surrounding the recent
shootings. Although it may be hard for some to imagine a shooting taking place in Churches, we have to
realize, it can happen anywhere. In spite of this, we can take the proper steps to protect ourselves.

Recently, | attended a training session at Blessed Sacrament Parish in Westfield. We received relevant
information with regard to our safety in a public place as well as an interactive training. | want to
summarize the results of this training for your safety, should an issue arise in our Church or when you are
out and about.

We have to develop a PROCESS in order to keep ourselves safe. When an active shooter situation
hits, this event lasts 5 minutes 69% of the time according to Ratio Risk Services. The Police are your first
responders and it takes them 3-5 minutes to arrive, so we have to act fast. First, someone has to dial 911.
This is very obvious, but can be overlooked in a moment of chaos. Here is the process.

BE ALERT! Be on the lookout for someone wearing bulky clothes, suspiciously parked vehicles,
unattended packages and someone who is loitering in the area for a few days in a row. Next, in order to
survive the violence, know the four L’s. LOCATE, LOCKDOWN, LEAVE, and LIVE.

LOCATE: We locate an active shooting taking place through gun shots, screaming or yelling, an
armed intruder, an intercom announcement.

LOCKDOWN: If you are in a room, shut and lock the door. Barricade all the doors in the room. Call
911 as soon as possible and be ready to defend yourself.

LEAVE: Leave an unsecure space to either a secure location or get out of the building completely. Be
prepared to break a window to escape. Outside in the open, run in a zig-zag pattern to positions of cover.
If engaged by the police, put your hands in the air and do as they say. IMPORTANT: If an attacker comes
into the Church, dial 911 and get out of the Church. Many victims of an attacker stayed put by ducking
underneath the pews.

LIVE: This is a last resort. If in a corner and you have no other option, fight with your opponent.
Many times, the attacker is someone who suffers from low self- esteem and was bullied as a child. They
think they will have an easier time causing a wide panic than being confronted.

FAILURE IS NOT AN OPTION: You must make a decision. CALL 911; LOCATE;
LOCKDOWN; LEAVE; LIVE. You must be ready. For more information, contact Ratio Risk Services.

While this scenario can be nerve racking, it is worth taking a few moments to consider our safety.
Hopefully we will never have to use this process, but a little extra knowledge can always be used to our
advantage. God bless you, and be vigilant!
